1)
Review of Highways around the Village


1.   S. E. Section (The Hill to the river)

a)   Bus shelter at Hilldyke needs replacing.  Cllr. Stammers proposed that an

      amount be put in the 2007/08 budget, seconded Cllr. Waterfield.  Agreed.

      In the meantime the shelter is to be repaired and the steel sheet painted green.

b) Conquerors Hill – Hedge at no. 46 is overhanging the footway.  Clerk to advise County Highways.
c) Marford Road – Cory-Wright Way/Marford Road - A 40mph buffer zone is required here between the 60mph zone and the 30mph zone.
The ‘Welcome’ sign is missing at this area and needs replacing.  Action Clerk.

d) The Nelson to The Swan – Parking and Speeding is a problem.  A pedestrian crossing with control lights is needed.

A crossing needs to be expedited in the Marford Road.

e) Brocket View Road/Memorial Hall – entrance to Memorial Hall.  The suggestion 

of yellow lines was discounted at Brocket View to Memorial Hall.  The hedge 
needs cutting back to make egress easier for vehicles exiting the car park.  Vehicles entering the car park cut the corner.

f) Necton Road – The yellow lines have been passed at the District Council and these will be painted on the road probably within two months.

g) The Hill – There were no ideas of how to improve the brow.  There have been no 

Recent accidents recorded at the site.

h) Scrubland below footpath on western side of the road.  The Chairman believed that the Parish Council should maintain this piece of ground.  The area could be 

cleared of rubbish and nettles.

Cllr. Waterfield proposed that we find out who owns the land, seconded Cllr. Hobden and AGREED.

i) Nomansland Common – barrier – This barrier is now to be opened over the 

weekends.  This situation will be monitored to see if the fly tipping returns.


2.   Butterfield Road to The River

a)   Butterfield Road – About 6 people are interested in having the speed humps 

      removed.  Many more want them retained.
b) Brewhouse Hill – Too much traffic and too fast but no solution suggested.
c) Church Street – Junction with High Street – cars cannot go down on the near side into the High Street.  The layout must stay as it is (all the utilities are under the pavement at this point).
d) Amwell Lane – New houses at Hill Top View – service vehicles cannot pass here.  White line is needed on the pavement.

e) Top Road to Harpenden – 30mph sign at Leasey Bridge end now installed.  It was suggested that a sign reading ‘single track road’ be placed at the Harpenden end of the road, also a ‘horses’ sign is needed.  Cllr Clements will bring this up at a Highways meeting.


3.  Gustard Wood – Station Road
a)  Lamer Lane – The drainage at New Mill is not good but this is not a highways 

     issue.  Mr. Titmuss has agreed that if the Highways Authority will clear the gulley 

     he will pay.  In heavy rain a lake also forms by The Lodge.
Cllr. Waterfield declared an interest as he lives in Lamer Lane.

b) Chicanes – Cllr. Clements has had complaints from three people about the 

reflectors – they need repainting and one sign needs re-siting.

The area needs weeding and cutting back.

c) Blackmore End – Sign is in the wrong place.  Cllr. Clements has asked for this to 

be removed.

d) The Slype/Marshalls Heath – Cllr. Clements will look at this junction.

e) Broadway Estate – Footways are in a bad state.  Thought might be given to erecting a bus shelter by the bus stop.

f) Codicote Road/Cory-Wright Way – Cllr. Clements explained about the idea of a possible roundabout.  It was noted that the ground slopes away from the south.

g) Waddling Lane – Cllr. Clements will ask the Highways Engineer about “No Turning” / “No ‘U’ Turns” to be erected.

h) Old Waddling Lane – Grasscrete along this stretch of road would improve the verge.

i) Station Road Roundabout – The old street light columns will be replaced “at some time” by the Highways Authority.


4.   Lower Luton Road to Station Road

a)   There are no markings on the Lower Luton Road or Station Road.


b)   Folly Fields – Yellow lines will be painted at the Folly Fields/Lower Luton Road 

      junction.

c) Cherry Tree Lane/Marshalls Heath Lane – Rumble strips might slow the traffic as 

it approaches the junction.

5.   Station Road/High Street

a)   Approach to Station Road roundabout from the south – The lavender needs to be 

      replaced.  Clerk to speak to Mr. Bennie at the District Council.  Parish Council’s 

      gardener to trim the lavender.

b) King Edward Place – The estate starts where the gravel area begins.  The tenants 

are thinking of installing bollards which go up and down.


c)   East Lane/The Bull/ Jessamine Garage – The road surface doesn’t drain.


d)   East Lane Car Park – Fencing repairs to be carried out.


e)   Eastward from Car Park (including entrance to East Meads) – Ideas to help 

alleviate the parking situation – paint white hatching/agricultural vehicles sign.  This must go to full council.  The three Chairmen of the relevant committees – Highways, Playing Fields and Rights of Way to look at the area together and pool ideas.

f) High Street – drainage – The drains under the High Street are ‘ancient’.  ‘Moles’ 

have been put down the drains and their findings are now on film.  The rain gulleys - Jessamine to The Bull - are too small.

g) High Street – ‘One Stop Shop’ – There should be a ‘pad’ for vehicles to park or to 

unload.  County has been trying to do something about it but the owner never replies.  It is an ongoing battle.

h) High Street Cleaning – It was agreed to leave this for Mr. Begg to pursue as a resident.
2.
Floral Matters/Christmas Lights

a)   We have white lights on the Christmas trees and along Mill Race.  Coloured light 

       set pieces go on the lamp columns.  Agreed to leave as last year.

b) Gardener to be requested to place winter plants in the area by the post office.
