Everything which is proposed by the Village Plan Group must be endorsed by the Parish 

Council.  Having a Parish Plan can influence other organisations particularly Hertfordshire 

County Council.

A survey will identify what the community needs.

Jacqui showed a Local Travel Plan time-table which has been produced for a local village 

which gives bus times, connection details and information regarding Dial-a-Ride and 

Community Buses.

Copies of Village Plans from other areas in Hertfordshire were shown to the meeting and the 

one from Codicote was particularly applauded.

The Chairman thanked Jacqui Grant for attending the meeting and the Clerk promised to 

forward the last minutes of the Highways Committee to her.
Terms of Reference
Members read through the terms of reference and made various changes.

It was agreed that the Plan should reflect the views of the public, and there should be 

involvement with the community.  Cllr. Hobden was keen for the schools to be involved.  At 

the present time the costs of producing a plan are unknown.

Cllr. Begg will produce a revised Terms of Reference for the Thursday Parish Council 

meeting.   (New Terms of Reference herewith).
It was agreed that this Group formally be made a committee of the Parish Council on 

Thursday.

Frequency of Meetings

Meetings will be held as and when necessary and the Parish Council will be kept informed of 

developments.

Cllr. Hobden will liaise with the Clerk for meeting dates which the Clerk will then e-mail to 

members.
