At the start of the meeting, Cllr. Stammers (Chairman) handed over the meeting to Cllr 

Turner (Vice Chairman) as he was suffering severe pain from a tooth abscess.

1.          Structural Engineer’s Report – This was read out by Cllr. Turner and accompanies

these minutes.  ADP would be happy to ensure that all the construction projects

comply with part 2 of the CDM regulations 2007.  They would also assist in 
co-ordinating repair works:-

(i) Submission of details to the Local Authority for Building Regulation Approval;
(ii)  Prepare a specification of the report items needed to the roof and structure;
(iii) Provide you with cost estimates and cost control of the works;

(iv)  Prepare tender documents, deal with the tendering procedure and prepare contract documents using the JCT Minor Works contract 2005;

(v)  Supervising the works on site and issuing Valuation Certificates etc and

(vi)  Liaising with Phil Harvey from Phil Harvey Associates Ltd if necessary.


Their fee would be 6% of the cost of the works plus vat.  (Action Clerk).

Committee recommends acceptance.

2.
Internal Decoration – Clerk to liaise with the decorator on a suitable time for the work to be carried out.  (Action Clerk).

3.
Hot Water Boiler – A catalogue showing various size boilers was shown to the committee.  It was AGREED to recommend purchasing two boilers 1 x 13 litres and 1 x 18 litres (Aquerius15 and Aquarius 30.6) costing £362 and £443 respectively plus vat, subject to Cllr. Stammers viewing the boilers at Colney Heath.  (Action Cllr. Stammers)

Cupboard/Worksurface – Cllrs. Stammers and Turner have visited Cavendish Equipment at Waltham Cross and seen the stainless steel units.  A quotation is needed for a made to measure unit.  (Action Clerk/Cllr. Stammers).
5.
Memorial Hall Advertisement in the Pump – This is in hand with the Pump committee.

6.
Electrical Work – The electricians have carried out remedial electrical works as per their Periodic Inspection Report no. 0551276.  The electrical works are on going.

7.
Door Locking – A quotation has been received to provide a locking system for all the internal doors (inc. toilets) as per the lock at the West Entrance (by Parish Council office/Green Room) - £394.95 + vat.  It was agreed to accept this quotation.
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8.
Memorial Hall Handbook – This is ongoing.

9.
Door/slope at West entrance – Three companies had been asked to quote – only two replied.

It was Agreed to recommend that the Taylor King quotation be accepted.

10.
Lighting Box Room – There is a large amount of old disused equipment in this room which needs sorting and disposing.  (Action Cllr. Stammers & Malcolm Hobbs).

11.
Loop System – a)  There are problems being experienced with the loop system in the Sam Collins Room.


b)  Thought to be given as to how a system could be installed in the Hewitt Room.  (Particularly useful for Parish Council meetings).  Various options were discussed.  (Action Cllr. Stammers & David Singleton to investigate).

12.
Thermostat in Sam Collins Room – Two thermostats still need replacing.  Deeks to be reminded.  (Action Clerk).

13.
Washing of Glasses – Malcolm Hobbs and The Clerk had both heard that glasses must now be washed only in a dishwasher.  Enquiries to be made as to the validity of this information.  (Action Clerk).

14.
Blinds for Sam Collins Room – The Hardy Plants Society which meets six times a year on a Saturday afternoon, have complained that the quality of the colour in slides they are shown is poor because the drawn red curtains still let sunlight through.  The Group has asked for some kind of blackout to be installed at the south side windows.  David Singleton had provided a paper which indicated various options on installing a ‘black out’ system.  He mentioned that the Hardy Plant Society would be willing to contribute towards the cost.

Cllr. Turner reported that another Group which meets weekly in an afternoon, would not wish to the room to be ‘blacked out’ as it would affect their Friday meetings.  David Singleton will provide the Clerk with details of a blind making company. (Action David Singleton/Clerk).

15.
Entrance/Exit Brocket View/Car Park – Members agreed to leave this area as it is.  They did not wish the entrance into Brocket View widened because of the safety benefits of the existing profile.

16.
Security Lighting – the automatic lights around the outside of the building to be checked.  Some are working some are not.  Electricians to be informed.  (Action Clerk).

17.
Lighting Plan at West Entrance Corridor – This plan must be updated.

18.
Carol Concert – The organisers of the yearly carol concert, the proceeds of which went to Save the Children, have enquired whether the committee would agree that this year the proceeds went to the Wheathampstead Welfare Group.  It was unanimously agreed that this should happen.

19.
Outside Lamp above ‘play advertisement board’ – No one knows where the light switch is for this lamp.  (Action Malcolm Hobbs to investigate).
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20.
Joan Carey - Mrs. Joan Carey, who has been a member of this committee for over 30 years has now resigned as she has so many other commitments.  A letter of thanks to be sent. (Action Clerk).
