Chairs to be placed around the hall for members of the public to sit and chat informally to councillors about the Plan.  Action - at the P.C. meeting Cllr. Hobden to ask for more councillors to attend and help on the day.
Cllr. Page proposed that people should be asked for long term and short term ideas.  All the suggestions will be written on post-it notes and placed around the hall.
