1)         Gate Hitchens Field – Hasp is needed on this gate.  Mr. Dawes to be reminded.

2)         Letters have gone out to tenants who needed to tidy their land and also to others who 

            were told they must relinquish their tenancy.

3)         Hitchens Field – Max Wade will keep an eye on those tenants who have received 

warning letters and the dismissal ones too.

Plot 82 is definitely available for re-let.

Complaints are being made about tenants allowing their dogs to run around.  Another 

dog sign to be made (Dogs to be kept on Leads) and this will be erected at the bottom 

of the field.

Uncultivated plots 83/½ of 71/ 68/64/62/53/59 & 45.  These tenants should receive 

warning letters.

Glebe Field – Michael Wing reported that a very prolific weed – Hoary Cress – has seeded on plot 26.  This land is still awaiting being turned over by Mr. Dawes.  Clerk to contact the Allotments Association for information on coping with the weed.  Members suggested using ‘rout out’.


Two additional allotments to be created next to plot no. 26.

Plots 3, 4, 5 are very poor and the tenant should be asked to leave at the end of the current financial year.

Folly Fields – Plots 2, 4, 6, 12 & 26 are not being tended properly and some are being used as extensions to gardens.  Conifers between no’s 10 & 8 to be removed + 2 horse chestnuts.


Emergency fencing works have had to be undertaken at the grazing field.  Letter to be written to the tenant requesting that they take preventative steps to stop horses knocking down the fencing and posts.


Mrs. Cheale announced that she is now on a training course to become a Tree Warden.  She had informed the District Council about the orchard developed at the Folly by allotment holders and residents.
