A Village of many parts:

In our last issue we mentioned that Wheathampsteadonce an ancient
capital. Niel Clements has provided us with infotio which informs us
that it was later to be a Frontier Town. It was frloatier between two
‘Empires’

In AD 886, Alfred ‘The Great’ of Wessex (or Englaas it became) defeated
the Danish leader Guthrum at Eddington in Wiltslainel imposed the Treaty
of Wedmore, which established the boundary betWidessex and Guthrum’s
territory (part of the Danish Empire controlling Nay, part of Sweden,
Denmark and part of ‘England’). The part of ‘Englawas known as Dane-
law. Danish law and customs and language were tgséé north of that line,
Saxon to the south and west.

The boundary agreed was up to the Thames, thelmeulpeia to its source, in a
straight line to Bedford and up the Ouse to Watftigeet.
After the treaty, Guthrum became a Christian, ciranbis name to Athelstan

Alfred ‘The Great' ruled from 871 to 380ctober 899 when his son Edward
the Elder succeeded him. He ruled from 899 un#l.92 918 he took control
of Danelaw so Wheathampstead ceased to be a fromiva.

When Edward the Elder died his son was crownedsiplace and was also
called Athelstan.

An interesting consequence of our country beingdh two parts was the
effect on our language. For many years officiatiwg was in Latin and com-
mon speech was written as a phonetic approximatae soft Saxon sound
shown as ‘ch’ or ‘sh’ represents the hard Danisinfgiven as ‘sk’. The
forms’ church ‘and’ kirk could illustrate this. Ugj the same difference the
word for a short garment has developed quite separaanings — as ‘shirt’
and ‘skirt’. Other Saxon/Danish pairings where betrds have survived in-
clude ‘craft’ and ‘skill".’sick’ and ‘ill’.

Those of you have heard someone from Geordie cpwilirhave found some
the words used most unusual — many of these wbiais the Scandinavian
influence. If you look at maps of the country yoill see different influences
in different parts of the country - the south wesaining Celtic influence in
place names, the southern corner with Saxon inflei@md the eastern part
with the Danelaw influence.

Our country is richer for the many peoples who hawee to settle here!
